Holy Scripture commands 

pastors to pray with and for 
God’s people, not just in 
corporate worship, but 

privately, as well. 
 

Scripture Lesson 
 

We hear and read Holy 
Scripture throughout the 
service, but this lesson, or 

reading, prepares us for the 
sermon text. 

 

Sermon 
 

A preacher is commanded 
to faithfully steward God’s 

Holy Scripture by 
submitting to it, studying it, 
and expositing it (holding it 
forth), bearing witness to 
Jesus, by the power of the 

Holy Spirit.
